Will - Purpose - Plan - Mystery

Ephesians 1:1 Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, To the saints who
are in Ephesus, and are faithful in Christ Jesus:

Ephesians 1:5 he predestined us for adoption to himself as sons through Jesus Christ,
according to the purpose of his will,

Ephesians 1:10 as a plan for the fullness of time, to unite all things in him, things
in heaven and things on earth.

Colossians 2:13 And you, who were dead in your trespasses and the
uncircumcision of your flesh, God made alive together with him, having forgiven
us all our trespasses,

Colossians 2:14 by canceling the record of debt that stood against us with its legal
demands. This he set aside, nailing it to the cross.

Colossians 2:15 He disarmed the rulers and authorities and put them to open
shame, by triumphing over them in him.

Ephesians 3:11 This was according to the eternal purpose that he has realized in

Because of my union with You Jesus, at Your cross
and Your death, when You died
[You did not die for Your sins, for You were without sin],
You died for my sins and I died with You to my sins,
to my Adamic nature, to my flesh, to this world,
to the evil one and his kingdom.
I have been delivered from the domain of darkness,
and transferred to Your kingdom;
I have been set free from sin.
I am no longer in the flesh but in the Spirit,
due to Your finished work on the cross.
Because I am in Christ Jesus,
there is now no condemnation for me.
Every claim being made against me is cancelled
and as a result all of my accusers have been disarmed.
Jesus, You took on flesh and blood,
and through Your death You destroyed (rendered powerless)
the one who has the power of death, that is, the devil.

Ephesians 3:12 in whom we have boldness and access with confidence through our
faith in him.
